1984 and | think this rated as one of the best.

This was a “mini festival” and | realise there were money and venue constraints
but | must remind the organisers that jazz originated before 1960 and anything pre that date
was sadly neglected. No New Orleans, Traditional or Chicago jazz (with the exception of Keith
Little) and this must be addressed before the next festival — If we (the PJS) can help we would
be most willing to assist. There are numerous British Bands that could have filled this void that
have proven track records rather than some of the “expensive and unknown imports” that
have been “parachuted” into Brecon in the recent past.

As | said earlier, a step in the right direction — roll on next year !.
